I would like to introduce you to a JCC program of adult Jewish learning that can have a profound impact on
your Jewish life.

Developed by the Hebrew University of Jerusalem, the Florence Melton Adult Mini-School is a two-year,
comprehensive course of Jewish study that brings adults into the great Jewish conversation. The Mini-
School is hosted by over 60 communities across North America, the United Kingdom, South Africa, and
Australia and has graduated over 18,000 Jewish adults with a foundation in Jewish thought, practice, ethics,
and history. Participants attend twenty-nine, weekly, two-hour sessions for two years.

The Mini-School courses explore the full range of Jewish living. First year courses are the Rhythms of
Jewish Living, that explores the central ideas which inform rituals daily, weekly, annual, and life cycle
observances, and the Purposes of Jewish Living, that discusses the essential Jewish theological concepts
and ideas as they unfold in the Bible, the Talmud and other sacred texts.
